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Drug and Alcohol Arrests Increased on Campuses in 2001

Experts attribute trend to tougher enforcement, not increased student use

The number of liquor arrests also increased in 2001, rising 4.7 percent.

The statistics were released earlier this year by the U.S. Education Department.

Many college police officials attribute those changes to tougher enforcement on campuses, and some of them say students are increasingly intolerant of substance abuse among their peers -- and more likely to contact campus officers when they confront it.

The figures are based on a Chronicle analysis of data from 4,711 two-year and four-year, nonprofit and for-profit educational institutions that are eligible for federal financial aid. 

Drug arrests at the nation's colleges increased for the 10th consecutive year, rising by 5.5 percent in 2001.
